Trump Seeks $7.85b
For Harvey Relief

WASHINGTON (Dispatches) - Reuters) - U.S. President Donald Trump has asked
Congress for an initial $7.85 billion (£6.06 billion) for Hurricane Harvey recovery
efforts, the White House budget director said on Friday, adding that failure to raise
the budget ceiling may hinder disaster relief spending.

In a letter to U.S. House of Representatives Speaker Paul Ryan, White House
budget director Mick Mulvaney said the request included $7.4 billion for the
Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Disaster Relief Fund and $450 million
for the Small Business Administration’s disaster loan program.

“This request is a down-payment on the president’s commitment to help affected
states recover from the storm, and future requests will address longer-term
rebuilding needs,” Mulvaney said.

Trump had been expected to request $5.95 billion for the recovery effort after
Harvey flooded areas of Houston and other parts of Texas.

The White House has said that it would make multiple requests for aid from
Congress to fund the Harvey recovery effort. White House homeland security
adviser Tom Bossert told reporters on Thursday aid funding requests would come
in stages as more became known about the impact of the storm.

With Barca seemingly unable to land further top
targets including Liverpool playmaker Philippe
Coutinho, the only major arrivals at the Catalan
outfit have been Ousmane Dembele, Paulinho and
Nelson Semedo.

Xavi, who has previously backed midfielders
including Nice’s Jean Michael Seri and PSG pair
Marco Verratti and Adrien Rabiot for Barca moves,
is unimpressed with the squad additions under new
coach Ernesto Valverde.

“I was part of an era that was so impressive
that it now seems as if it's not the same club,” the
37-year-old told Marca. “They play football well,
but they could have signed better.

“They have fallen asleep because five or six
years ago they had the best players in the world
for the Barcelona system. Now they have five or
six players for it, in [Andres] Iniesta, [Jordi]
Alba, [Lionel] Messi, [Gerard] Pique, Luis
Suarez and [Sergio] Busquets.

“Yet Barcelona should have 11 players who fit the
system. You never used to say ‘this player would fit
in well at Barcelona’ because all those players were
already there. They have signed players who do not
fit the system.”

Xavi's criticism could be read as a complaint
about the arrival of Paulinho in particular and the
Al Sadd player believes the Brazilian would be
more suited to Barca’s rivals Real Madrid due to
his physicality.
